1.1 The Expert Speaks
GOAL:
Raise awareness of how different cultures approach business relations and to bring in and validate world knowledge they may already have about the target countries

ACTIVITY DESCRIPTION: 

First have students do Part 1, which should take less than a minute. Quickly survey them in plenum to see which countries they thought would be most like and most dissimilar to the US.

Then have students work in Small Groups on Part 2. They have to come up with a concensus in the group. Time: 5-10 minutes.

Check their responses in Plenum, going through each situation A-F, eliciting their guesses and then revealing the answer. Here is the key:

Answers:

A. = Great Britain




B. = Italy

C. = Germany





D. = USA

E. = Spain

F. = Australia

In Plenum then go over the summary, seeing if they can match the country to the advice. This simply reviews what they just did and should not be difficult. The German country names are provided in case you want to practice the country names in German.

Answers:

	Realize that they will be reserved and not want to appear competitive.

	Allow them independence to do most everything on their own.

	Talk the bottom line, get them pumped up and give them lots of fine print.

1.1 Cultural Orientations.

GOALS: 1. Raise awareness of students’ own cultural orientations. 


 2. Introduce some general tendencies in the cultural orientations of Germans.


 3. Begin investigation of “culture".

ACTIVITY DESCRIPTION:

The Cultural Orientations survey (3 pages) can be done either in class or as homework in preparation fro the next class.

Optional: Each student also asks one other person not in the class to do the survey to provide an additional point of view.

After students complete the quiz follow-up with a plenary discussion of student answers, presenting also the answers of our German informant Diana and your own anecdotes and experiences.

Depending on your class, it is probably worthwhile to discuss the various questions before attempting the quiz because this type of cultural analysis may be very new to your students and they may struggle with the English terms involved.

Extension: Plenum discussion of other cultures and even generational differences within a culture based on the items below, i.e. would the students' parents answer the same way that they did? Where do they see major differences? How do they perceive Germans on these questions?

Diana's comments:

Environment: Germans do try to dominate the environment but they are very concerned with protecting the environment as well, at least in theory.

Time A: Rigid or fluid: Being punctual is seen as a sign of respect

Time B: Past, present or future orientation: This is tricky: many people plan their future and long-term results but don't follow family traditions, especially students!

Competitiveness: Money is made to ensure the quality of life.

Thinking B: Linear or systematic: People do both! They split, analyze and then try to figure out how the parts work together. I would call it strukturiert.

Extension Questions - An introduction to Cultural Gap Management
For plenary or small group discussion

What’s going on? Several German families were transferred to North Carolina. One day the Welcome Wagon Ladies Auxiliary knocked by surprise on the German’s doors. The North Carolinians bearing cookies and cakes invited themselves in and asked to see the house. The German housewives were very taken aback.

*This example comes from Susan Stern who works with German government and business on issues of cultural clash and intercultural relations. In this example, the Germans felt the NCs were rude and pushy. First, the NCs show up without calling and setting up a time which is the proper, polite and orderly thing to do. And, the NCs asked to see the homes, which impinges on the German’s private sphere and very guarded personal space, thereby trespassing the formal/informal and the hierarchical boundaries.   

- What planet is he from? In Germany a woman returns to her car in a parking lot to find a piece of paper on her windshield. She reads (in German of course): The condition of your car says a lot about the condition of your mind. The car was unwashed but by no means a junker. Why would anybody leave such a note?

* Greg Nees tells this anecdote in his book Germany: Unraveling an Enigma. He admits that even his German friend was taken aback by the note. His explanation for the note writer’s motivation was that the dirty car represented an affront to social order and cleanliness, both of which are dear to the traditional German heart.

1.1 Stereotypes

GOALS: 

1. Raise awareness of our own stereotypes.

2. Begin discussion of the truth and fiction of stereotypes.

ACTIVITY DESCRIPTION:

- Association game.

Part 1. Have students name things they associate with Germany or Germans.

Part 2. Have students name things they think other countries associate with Americans.

What parts of the associations are based in truth?

Where do these stereotypes or ideas about the USA and Americans come from?

Part 3. Hand out 1.1 Stereotypes and have students fill in their responses

Part 4. Discuss the answers in Plenum.

Extension Activities:

1. Have student pairs visit the following website and report on one of the links. What do Germans think of Americans? Define “stereotype”. If we all have stereotypes of other groups, what should we do with them?

1.1 Greetings and Farewells

You may wish to go over the greetings again before using this worksheet to review. It can be copied and handed out or projected as well.

1.1 Was sagt man? GAME

Goal: to get through all the people cards as quickly as possible.

Set-up: Cut out all the cards in the card-pages printout for 1.1.

Divide the cards into 2 groups

Group 1 - Time/occasion cards (the larger sized cards, 6 cards total)

Group 2 - People cards (the smaller sized cards, 16 cards total)

Give each pair or group of students 1 set of Time/occasion cards and 1 set of People cards. Tell students not to peek at the cards until the game has begun.

Explanation: You have 2 sets of cards. (1) Time/occasion cards (the larger cards) which list a time of day and either “greeting” or “farewell”. And (2) People cards (the smaller cards) depicting 9 people,. Now, use your imagination. You are about to meet these 9 people (1 at a time). You must either greet them or say farewell appropriately depending on the time of day. When the teacher says ‘go,’ flip one card over from each set of cards. The people cards will depict a person. The time/occasion card will tell you the time of day and whether you must greet or say farewell. Working with your partner come up with an appropriate greeting or farewell for that person and time of day.

You must cycle through the people cards twice. You can cycle through the Time/occasion cards as much as necessary to get through the people cards twice. If you were formal with a person the first time through, you must also be formal the second time through. No changing half way through the game!

Remind students: 


appropriate intonation

pronunciation

Guten Morgen, Guten Tag, Guten Abend, Hallo, Tschüss, Auf Wiedersehen are the best options.

HD 1.1 Spelling

Go over pronunciation of names with students before they work together. For simplicity, skip the umlauted vowels. As a context, have students pretend they are on the phone with an interviewer from a survey. They can pull out their own “Handys” and call each other, if this is not too disruptive. 

HD 1.2 Formular  

This can be done as homework but it is probably better in small groups. Have students (in English) use their world knowledge and guessing skills to figure out what some of the more unusual phrases, such as Eingangsstempel might mean. 

HD 1.2 Mathe

Review the pronunciation of the symbols with students. You may want to give them a sheet of problems so that everyone is doing the same thing. You may also want to give this as a dictation exercise. You can teach them to ask using the simple formulation "Was ist zwei mal zwei?"

HD 1.2 Kreuzworträtsel

This can be done as homework or as group work. It is an unusual style for Americans - a good way to make the point that just because you know Kreuzworträtsel means crossword puzzle is not the end of the story.

HD 1.2 Personaldaten

This reviews some of the phrases they've already learned and is here for reinforcement and extra practice.

HD 1.2 Schiffe Versenken

As students do this they will stumble on the intentionally confusing pairs (ö vs. ü, 67 vs 76). You may want to help them negotiate their questions in German (very simply, such as "Sagen Sie X?" or let them negetiate in English.

HD 1.2 Assoziationen

This needs to be done as homework - make sure they write some comments on their observations in the box provided.

HD 1.3 Famous people

You will need to copy half of the A version and half of the B version.  Students pair up (A and B) and take turns filling in the information by asking in German.. The 'Wissen Sie?" part is for them to work together pooling their world knowledge and guessing skills.

Favorite in German tabloids: Boris Becker

Was offered presidency of Israel: Albert Einstein

Took pipe organ on long move: Albert Schweitzer

Known for sculptures: Käthe Kollwitz

Father of modern psychology: Sigmund Freud

HD 1.3 Heike

This dialog has two parts, students work together to fill in the missing information. It also addresses the 'du' vs 'Sie' difference, so make sure you have discussed that with your students before assigning this handout. It also practices verb endings.

HD 1.3 Rätsel

This one may be negotiable in German if you 'sit on' your students hard enough. If they know 'weil' it can be done in pairs or in groups of 3 in German. English works as well.

Tanja ist 20; Bernd kommt aus Bremen.

HD 1.4 Wer ist das?

This is time to pool their knowledge. Hopefully someone in the class will be able to identify each of the people listed below or a passable substitute:

Arnold Schwarzenegger

Claudia Schiffer

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart

Martin Luther

Michael Schumacher ('Schumi')

Steffi Graf (currently married to Andre Agassi)

Roger Federer

Maria von Trapp

Albert Einstein (though there are many other German/Austrian/Swiss physicists as well)

Johann Wolfgang von Goethe

HD 1.4 Umfrage

Students stand up and mill around, asking questions of as many fellow students as possible in the time limit. Explain that the students must form questions from the partial sentences here. When a student answers “yes”, the name is written in the blank. In the follow-up phase, each student reads a sentence about another. 

HD 1.4 Wie ist das Wetter?

This can be read aloud in class and discussed, using the Germany map on the cover. (Two of the texts are modified from LB 1.4H.)  t can also be used as a listening activity, with students looking at the map and locating cities. 

HD 1.4 Zitate

Quotes about the USA / America. These can be used as overhead, Powerpoint or distributed as a handout.

Discuss views on these in class.

2.4 Meine Familie. These texts are presented for you to work with as you will. You can have students summarize them, practice pronunciation, compare them to each other, compare them to the students' own families, etc. They are taken from the AG! software 2.1.2 and 2.1.3

2.4 Ein neuer Verein. Encourage them to choose one that is interesting/funny to entertain their fellow students. You can expand on this activity by having them make fliers or other informational materials relative to their Verein.

2.4 Umfrage. Students mill around class looking for people who fit the descriptions. You may want to create your own worksheet like this but personalized to what you already know about your students. Another activity is for students to create their own sheets like this for use in class. 

Handout notes:

HD 3.1 Was brauchen wir? You will probably need to state the obvious and remind them that they'll need to do the special modifition for masculine because the things they need are direct objects. Probably a good idea to review it very quickly before completing this activity.

HD 3.1 Was ist das. Have them write the words in (not try to draw lines, that's too messy).

HD 3.1 Wer hat das? The for 'dein' is there too if you want to use it, otherwise stick with Ihr as usual.

HD 3.1 It may be worth going over some of these things in class. Strategies can be helpful to many students.

HD 3.1 Using a foreign language dictionary. This is a long handout (7 pages) and is designed as a tutorial to begin to get students clued in to the nature of comparing languages and how to use a dictionary. There are a few exercises to work on in this handout and also a follow-up one for class use. We suggest that you revisit this periodically, perhaps even 1 time a week, bringing a mistranslation and having students identify what kind it is. A whole semester or even year of this kind of recycling might work to make them more effective users of dictionaries.

HD 3.1 Dictionary workout. Key

HD 3.2 Nix zum Anziehen. The website given works well, but you will probably want to have a few back-up websites ready in case it's down when the students are supposed to be doing their assignment. A websearch for "online" and "Kleidung" can work, or use a Marke such as Neckermann or 

HD 3.2 Ich brauche

Teacher copies these several times and makes cards (on colored paper). Teacher gives each student a list of three things she needs for their “room” and three cards (none of those things needed – it’s best to paperclip the list and appropriate cards together before class). 

Students mill around and ask for what is on their list. (Teacher mills around and monitors students). 

Ich brauche einen Stuhl. Haben Sie einen Stuhl?

Other student must recognize whether she has that object, saying: 

Nein, ich habe keinen Stuhl; Ja, ich habe einen Stuhl. 

If she has the object asked for, she must give it to the student who asks for it. 

In the follow-up phase, teacher asks students to tell what they need and what they have. 

"Ich brauche einen Stuhl, einen Computer und ein Handy. Ich habe einen Stuhl und ein Handy, aber keinen Computer."

HD 3.2 Kleidung SM GR

Give students about 7 minutes to come up with something, and then have each group present one or two of their “models,” depending on class size. 

HD 3.2 Menschen beschreiben PARTNER

You may want to assign a person to each pair or group. In the follow-up phase, you might have students try to pick someone from class who matches the personality of the person sought. 

HD 3.4 Gartenpflege, Das Risiko, Ruhestörungen - these are authentic texts so students will not understand all of them by any means. Makes sure to encourage them and pick out the bits they need. Probably best as a partner activity in class. The Ruhestörungen can use extra emphasis. Germans can be much more insistent on this than other counties.

HD 3.4 Was machen Sie heute? MIXER

Goal: Practice asking and answering questions with Draußen and Studentenleben vocab 

Activity description

Copy and cut apart cards from Handout 3.4 Was machen Sie heute? MIXER game

Was machen Sie heute 1 - is the target vocab used most in Unit 3. Was machen sie heute 2 offers additional and more review vocab.

OPTIONAL: Copy pages 3 and 4 onto the backs so that the suggested vocab phrases appear on the backs of the image cards. The vocab suggestions will be especially useful if you choose to use the second set of card images, as these some of these may be new vocab items.

Set a time limit and encourage students to have used as many of the cards as they can before the time is up.

Each student receives 1-3 cards. Students circulate and ask:

Was machen Sie heute?

Each student must claim to do the things prompted on his/her cards.

e.g.

A: 
Was machen Sie heute?

B:
Ich harke die Blätter und schreibe ein Quiz. Und Sie?

A:
Ich koche das Essen und fege den Bürgersteig.

THEN the students exchange the cards each is holding and proceed to ask a different student “Was machen Sie heute?”

Plenum check

Ask a few of the students: Was machen Sie wirklich heute?

Is anyone doing any of the things on the cards which they’re holding at the end of the time?

Alternate activity: You can make concentration games out of the cards, simply make a set of 24 (1st page with translations) or 48 (both pages with translations), half the cards with pictures, half with the translations. In order to get the pair, you may require that students say that they do the activity correctly: i.e. Ich wasche die Wäsche.

3.4 Woher ich komme

This worksheet supplies preorganizer sentences and phrases for an essay describing their hometown. This can also be done later in the course as a review.

3.4 Schrebergarten

This can be used as homework or a lab activity in pairs or small groups.

3.4 Gartenzwerge

This should just be fun and not taken too seriously. If you assign it as a group project you should insist that they do some artwork representing their model.

Unit 4 Handout notes

4.1 Essgewohnheiten - "Suchen Sie" Spiel. MIXER.

Goals 

1. Practice food vocabulary 

2. Practice asking and answering questions

Activity description 

A mixer activity in which students converse with several classmates asking for and giving information about eating habits.

Each student receives the handout and must search for classmates who answer positively to the question prompts. When s/he finds a student who answers positively, then that student should sign the corresponding blank.

Who can get all their blanks filled in first?

Plenum follow-up

At the end of the time limit or when the first student has all the blanks filled in, ask how many blanks each person has filled. 

Ask each question to the class and have students volunteer the names of those who answered positively.

Ask a few students to tell 1-2 sentences about their classmates and their eating habits.

Cultural Note: It is not uncommon to see fish or seafood as a pizza topping option, even tuna.

4.1 Pizza bestellen - ROLE PLAY

Goals   

1. Encourage more spontaneous language production. 

2. Practice food vocabulary. 

3. Practice conversation-interactions.

Activity description 

Students work in small groups of 3-5 to execute a role-play. Each student receives one of the Secret Pizza Personalities (Handout 4.1 Pizza bestellen -2, cut and distribute one secret pizza personality to each student, making sure that there is not more than one "A" or "B" etc. in each group.) Each personality includes what the person likes or dislikes on pizza and 3 good phrases for that person to use in the role-play. 

Each group receives copies of the Pizza-Servie Okzident Menu (Pizza bestellen -3) and the Student Instruction sheet with the more, general helpful phrases (Pizza bestellen). 

Speaking only German the students must negotiate which pizza (jumbo size) they will order. 

Emphasize that each person must speak at least 5 times.

Note: The teacher can decide to allow a group to order 2 pizzas total.

Plenum follow-up  

Option 1: have the groups tell which pizza(s) they ordered in the end and why. 

Option 2: have 1 or more groups reenact their role-play for the class. 

Extension: have students tally up how much their pizza bill will be. Remember that jumbo pizzas (to share) are double the price listed. How much is that in Euros? in dollars? Is that expensive?

Cultural notes to mention:

•Pizzas tend to be sold in individual sizes in restaurants, certainly not like the jumbo sizes at Dominos or Little Caesar's in the US. So, don't count on splitting a pizza in an Italian restaurant in Germany. Someone will leave hungry.

•Yes, Germans do regularly use Gouda cheese to top their pizzas (and their casseroles and many other foods). Gouda is probably the most basic, common cheese type in Germany.

•Don't turn up your nose. Tuna and other seafood are not uncommon pizza toppings in Germany.

•Peperoni are HOT. Peperoni refer to the hot little peppers NOT to a dry meat-sausage (Peperoniwurst).

4.1 Was isst Romy?. Listening Comprehesion. PLENUM w optional partner check

Goal  

Practice listening comprehension and strategies  

Activity description

Distribute student worksheet Handout 4.1 Was isst Romy?

Introduce the listening text, e.g.

Wir hören ein Interview mit Romy. Sie spricht über Restaurants. Auf dem Handout stehen Vokabeln und Fragen. Wir lesen zuerst die Fragen zusammen und dann hören wir den Text.

Preview the comprehension questions with the students.

Play the short interview

Option 1: continue plenum to discuss the questions and answers

Option 2: allow students a few minutes to compare answers with each other before preceding with a plenum discussion and check.

Plenum follow-up

Play listening text once more asking students to listen carefully enough to fill in the 

Extension Listening at the bottom of their handout.

Cultural notes:

-Many American Fast Food chains can also be found in Germany: MacDonalds, Burger King, Pizza Hut and others.

-You might choose to investigate the German MacDonalds webpage [address], if you have the classroom technology to do so. 

- While there are similarities, there are also differences. [[alternative MacDonalds Austria menu handout or projectable image -- penny has this]]  

What differences and similarities do you notice?

Some similarities: shakes, hamburgers, Quarter-pounders, Happy Meal ("English" names)

Some differences: beer, hot cocoa

Transcription:

4.1 Das beste Restaurant. Partner/Small Group

Decide how long you want these texts to be and whether they should be primarily written or presented orally in class.

4.1 McDonalds WWW

You will probably want to talk about this in Plenum, most likely in English. The activity is aimed at increasing cross-cultural observation skills. A good extension might be to navagate some of the site together in class via LCD projector so that you can comment on some of the good observations they made and perhaps a few things they might have missed.

4.1 Modalverben

This is FOF activity to help practice basic modal verb forms. 

4.2 Im Restaurant. Sketch

Goals

Creative writing/dialog/skit writing and acting.

Practice with Restaurant vocab.

Activity description

Students receive handout and work in pairs.

Each pair chooses or is assigned a customer profile. The choosing or assignment can be done in secret if you like. They write together a dialog between that customer and a restaurant server.

Plenum check

Pairs act out their dialogs.

Class might identify which customer profile was chosen.

Class might vote on which skit is the funniest, the most true to the customer profile or/and the best use of target and help phrases.

Extension:

Explain that the Sesame Street Grover and blue-faced man are also known in Germany. A google image search of 'Grover waiter' should bring up some images to set the scene in class.

4.2 Ab wann darf man?

Goals

Present & discuss information about drinking ages and attitudes toward alcohol among youth in Germany/USA.

Opportunity for meaning negotiation.

Activity description

Students work in A+B pairs to complete the handout tasks: discuss the age requirements for different activities (mostly related to consuming alcohol) in the USA and then exchange information for the situation in Germany.

Plenum check

correct as needed 

Discuss the Und noch was questions.

What are the advantages of the German system/ of the American system for legal drinking ages?

How would you guess the different systems affect the attitude among youth towards alcohol?

Extension:

Project/distribute Handout 4.2 Attitudes toward alcohol

Handle either as a PARTER/SM GROUP or PLENUM read and discuss questions.

4.2 Wer trinkt am meisten? SM GROUP/PLENUM

Goals

Review/Introduce names of some countries in German

Provide engaging follow up content for Trinken/Alkohol

Give some cultural info on wine in Germany/encourage cultural comparisons of wine consumption.

Provide context for meaningful negotiation in classroom context. See HELPS.

Activity description

Students work in SM Groups to rank a list of 14 countries according to consumption per capita of wine.

Plenum check

Project or read answers below. Discuss Und noch was questions.

4.2 Gehen wir essen! - DIALOG-DIKTAT. PARTNER.

Goals

Grammar focus - present tense verbs, stem-changing verbs fahren and essen

Pronunciation, dictation

Activity description 

Students work in A+B pairs. Reading and taking dictation to focus on verb forms.

Then students answer questions which follow.

Plenum check

Some student pairs act out dialog.

Check questions as necessary.

Talk about “going out” differences in Germany versus US.

Kirsten: Was machst du am Wochenende?

Anna: Ich gehe aus. 

Kirsten: Wirklich? Gehst du mit Hans aus?

Anna: Ja. Wir wollen im Goldenen Löwen essen.

5.1 Pharisäer Rezept

5.1 Pharisäer Hintergeschichte.

Reading text taken from the website of Bohne24. This text is too difficult for students at the unit 5 rewer. This text is included as background information for the teacher or the real Streber in your classes.

5.2 Dinkelsbühl Kindergeschichte.

 This text is written as a story for children. It is written in the present tense with an oral storytelling style. 

5.2 Dinkelsbühl Fakten.

A brief description of Dinkelsbühl purposely written to mirror in vocab and format the Lernbuch text about Heidelberg. Students then create a new text - a description of another medieval town Nördlingen based on English notes and the models they have read.

5.2 Bodensee Reiseführer. A challenging text giving descriptions of different cities around the Bodensee. Paragraph by paragraph glosses and guiding questions help the students navigate through the text. Students then use the information to decide which cities and sights to recommend to the members of the Smith Family. Refer to a map of Germany to highlight the location of Lake Constance (Bodensee) at the junction of 3 countries.

5.2 Süddeutschland. This web-based activity offers suggestions for tourist destinations that students can investigate on the internet. Students can work in groups or individually to investigate one of the tourist sites and then report their findings to the class. OR 2-3 students who research together or separately the same site can then work together to make a German advertisement to get their peers to vote to go to their site. Which site appeals most to the class?

A dialog-diktat focussing on Modal verbs and giving information about the S.German town of Rothenburg.

He would spare the town if some eminent local could empty in a single draught a hanap (a 6-pint tankard) of the same wine. A man named Nusch (who had once been the mayor) met the challenge.

5.3 Wiederholung

Use handout as a group work. Which group can get the most correct the quickest? OR Use as the teacher prompts for a jeopardy type of class game. Possible jeopardy board grid with optional bonus questions on page 2. You can make the game more challenging by forcing students to identify the correct Bundesland for categories/columns 2 and 3, i.e. for the Städte/Dörfer category and the Landschaften category. AND of course you may want to eliminate questions related to materials you have not incorporated into your class.

5.3 Rügen - eine Legende

Text about a pirate legend from Rügen. The text is in the simple past. Students are encouraged to identify the verbs and then to guess which verbs they might be related to. Students are also encouraged to read for understanding. Includes comprehension questions and a writing assignment– how might the pirate story end–which the students are told to write in the present tense.

Here is how the story really ends: Störtebeker became one of the most feared buccaneers of his age. He was eventually betrayed by one of his followers and forced to shore in Hamburg in 1401. He was sentenced to death by guillotine. He was however also fairly well-respected (a sort of 14th century Robin Hood of the seas) and as a sign of this respect, his last request that the lives of some of his companions arrested with him should be saves was granted.

Every summer several of the Rügen islanders put on a play commemorating the adventurous life of this local anti-hero.

HD 5.4 Assoziationen. Game sheet for teams. Linked to LB 5.4F.

Playing the game.

Each team gets 1 HD 5.3 Assoziationen. Teacher sets a time limit and announces “LOS!” at which time all the teams may start writing associations with the categories: south, east and west (Germany of course). Answer should be in German. When the time is up, teams must stop writing.

How do points get assigned? 

General idea:  A team gets a point for every correct item on their list which is unique, i.e. NOT on someone else’s list.

Figuring out the points: Have team A start reading their list for Süden. If other teams also have the word read, they raise their hand or say “Wir haben das auch.” No points awarded. If no other team matches the word read by team A, then team A gets a point. When team A finishes reading their list, then team B reads from their Süden list all items not already crossed out because they appeared on Team A’s list, and so forth. Award 1 point per unique answer (if it’s correct!, e.g. no associating “die Alpen” with “im Osten”)

HD 5.4Oral reports - Listening and feedback sheet.  Linked with LB activity Schreiben > Oral Report

Students should prepare and present collaborative or individual oral reports. A listening and feedback sheet is provided in this handout. Classmates fill these out while listening to the reports. 

Option: Incorporate some of the reported information into a subsequent trivia game or cultural content quiz. This will underscore that the point of oral reports is in part to convey and share information and that the listeners should be doing their job too!

HD 5.4 Lesetext. Karnival.

Students review the reading strategies emphasized so far in Unit 5. The Karnival text describes the Karnival traditions and suggests that it may be similar to Halloween. In the follow-up questions students are asked how true this comparison is.  Also, they are encouraged to make some cultural observations about the incorporation of politics into public parades and entertainment (Q.3) and the cancelling of festive events because of war (Q.4).

HD 5.4. Faschingsdienstag FOF

Present tense review: Stem-changing verbs

Focus on Form review of Stem-changing verbs followed by a fill-in exercise with a mix of regular and stem-changing verbs and “sein”. The fill-in text provides a glimpse of a Faschingszug. Assign as homework or complete in class as a partner activity.
